Locke w i l l  be  remenbered 
a s  a powerful c o n s t r ~ ~ c t i v e  force .  Appointed t o  h i s  p o s i t i o n  i n  Toronto i n  
1908, he b u i l t  up "from a dus ty  main l i b r a r y  wi th  four  branchest1 the  p resen t  
o rgan iza t ion  w i t h  more than  twenty bu i ld ings ,  B s t a f f  of over  two hundrr J and 
t h i r t y ,  end a y e a r l y  c i r c r l l a t ion  of more than  f o u r  mi l l ion .  Though i t  could 
never  be s a i d  of.  him t h a t  he decen t ra l i zed  h i s  a c t i v i t i e s ,  he was t h e  head and 
moving s p i r i t  of many l i b r a r y  e n t e r p r i s e s  t h a t  reached f a r  beyond the  c i t y  
t h a t  r a s  h i s  home. bring the  war he was a s s i s t a n t  d i r e c t o r  of p u b l i c  in fo r -  
mation at Ottewa; he aerved as p res iden t  of t h e  American Library  Associrltion 
nnd brought i t s  for ty-n in th  annual c o n f ~ r e n c e  to  Toronto i n  1927; he nas one 
of f i f t e e n  honorary fe l lows of England! s Libra ry  Aseocict ion;  he mas con- 
s t a n t l y  c a l l e d  upon t o  g i r e  pub l i c  addresses and t o  serve  on co rmi t t ees  where 
n a t i o n a l  o r  vorld-wide l i b r a r y  i n t e r e s t s  were under cons idera t ion .  Such sane 
and sp lendid  l eade r sh ip  i s  r a r e  i n  eny count ry ,  and Canada n i l 1  s u r e l y  honor 
t h e  memory o f  George Herbert Locke.

111 t h e  autumn of 1334, nhen Miss Nora Bateson made a b r i e f  v i s i t  t o  
Hal i fax ,  P ro fes so r  and Mrs. D. C .  Harvey i n v i t e d  a group of l i b r a r y  a o r k e r s  
t o  meet he r  a t  t h e i r  home. A l l  were g r e a t l y  i n t e r e s t e d  i n  hearing an account 
of h e r  work i n  organizing a l i b r a r y  se rv ice  i n  F r incc  Edward Is land .  

We reoeived such a st imuius f-.*om t h i s  ga the r ing ,  t k a t  we met again,  
a shor t  t ime af te rwards  and organized our  Halifax Library  Club. Some of our 
meetings have taken t h e  form of v i s i t s  t o  t h e  var ious  l i b r a r i e s  i n  t h e  City: 
King1 s College Library ,  whose f i r s t  ca ta logue ,  i n  manuscript,  was compiled i n  
1803, at which time it c o n t ~ n e d  840 volumes; t h e  P rov inc ia l  Library wi th  i t s  
h i s t o r i c a l  a seoc ia t ions ,  housed i n  a room which formeriy served ae  a Court room 
and was t h e  scene of  s eve ra l  famoum trials;  t h e  P rov inc ia l  Science Library ,  
whose books may be borrowed. by any r e s iden t  i n  Nova Sco t i a  on payment o f  p o ~ t -  
w e  one way; t h e  Publ ic  Archives, where we made acquaintance v i t h  t h e  Aikins 
c o l l e c t i o n  wi th  i t s  p r i c e l e e s  books, pamphl a t s  and documents, and learned  soffie-- 
t h i n g  of t h e  important use  t h a t  i s  being made of t h i s  source ma te r i a l  f o r  Nova 
Scotian h i s to ry .  

We spent one evening, under d i r e c t i o n  of  D r .  J. W. Falconer,  looking 
at t h e  va luable  art books and p i c t u r e s  v h i c h  arc, housed i n  tho Archives Building. 



A j o l l y  book of t r a v e l  i s  "The Golden Basket" (Viking $1) by Ludwig 
Bemelmans, which g ives  t h e  adventures of two l i t t l e  Engl i sh  g i r l s  i n  Bruges, a 
town i n  Belgium. The a u t h o r - a r t i s t ,  i n  h i s  s to ry  and p i c t u r e s ,  shows t h a t  he  
understands nhat  ch i ld ren  l i k e ,  and he g i v e s  them a charming impression of t h e  
quaint  l i t t l e  town. 

During 1936 an unusual number of books f o r  o l d e r  boys and g i r l s  were 
w r i t t e n .  kany m e  except ional ly  good, and a l l  a r e  above t h e  average. The 
n a j o r i t y  of them a r e  f i c t i o n ,  w i t h  g i r l s 1  s t o r i e s ,  voca t ional  s t o r i e s ,  end 
h i s t o r i c a l  adventure e t o r i e e  predominating, 

"Winterbound" (Viking $2) 3y Llargery a ianco ,  m i  t h  d e c o r a t i o ~ s  by Kate 
Seredy, i s  worthy of s p e c i a l  a t t e n t i o n .  The adventures of R family of  fou r  
young people arc t o l d  d e l i g h t f u l l y  f o r  o l d c r  g i r l s .  

l1Challen;reI1 ( ~ o u b l e d a y  $2) ec i  ted by Helen F e r r i s ,  a c o l l e c t i o n  of 
twelve s t o r i e s  of courageous g i r l s  and women, w i l l  appeal e s p e c i a l l y  t o  ? l d e r  
g i r l s ,  and has unusual l i t e r a r y  meri t .  

For boys, Gregory T r e n t ' s  " In  the  Stone .Agetf ( ~ a r c o u r t  $2) i l l u s t r a t e d  
by Car le  Boog, i s  a well- told t a l e  o f  p r e h i s t o r i c  days. The author  has kept  h i s  
s t o r y  t r u e  to the  per iod ,  hut  has  made h i s  c h a r a c t e r s  human beings too,  
t he re fo re  of  t h r i l l i n g  i n t e r e s t  t o  young r e a d e r s  of  today. 

llDrwns i n  t h e  Fores t t1  (hlecmillan $1.75) by Allen m i g h t ,  i l l u s t r a t e d  
by George L. Carleon, i s  an e x c i t i n g  adventure s t o r y  v r i th  the  scene l a i d  i n  
Quebec j u s t  a f t e r  Frontenac has been r e c a l l e d  and t h e  Indians  a r e  r e s t i v e .  The 
cha rac te r s ,  p l o t ,  and a c t i o n  a r e  a l l  good. 

I n  t h i s  age of sc ience  a tircely book i s  "The -- tVoA~der Book of t h e  Ai?" 
(Winston $2.50) by C .  B. Alien and Lauren D. Lyran, a renarkably i n c l u s i v e  and 
c o q l e t e  survey of a v i a t i o n  f o r  boys who wish to keep up to da te  i n  t h i s  sub j2c t .  
The f a c t s  a r e  accura t e  and t h e  photographs exce l l en t ,  

These are only a few of tho  many f a s c i n a t i n g  books of  t h e  yee r  vhic!~ 
w i l l  be t r e a s u r e d  i n  t h e  memories of t he  men and wornen of t h e  f u t u r e .

The ch ie f  l i b r a r i a n  i s  
Mrs. B, M. Moore, and t h e  z s a i s t a n t ,  Miss E l i zabe th  Condon. The l i b r a r y  has  
made r ap id  Drogress during t h e  decade of i t s  s e r v i c e ,  and now a much l a r g e r  
bu i ld ing  i s  urgent ly  needed, and without  doubt i t   ill b e  provided soon. We 
quote the  fol lowing from the p r i n t e d  report :  

"The t o t a l  c i r c u l a t i o n  s i n c e  t h e  l i b r a r y  was opened t en  yea r s  s o  amounts 
to  654,312, o r  more than ninc tcen  volumes, on a b a s i s  of a populat ion of 22,000, 
t o  every man, woman and c h i l d  i n  the c i t y  i n  t h e  decade." 



In  Miss Archibald's a r t i c l e  published i n  t h i s  i ssue  she r e f e r s  t o  the  
new l i b r a r y  i n t e r e s t  i n  Cape Breton. From newspapor repor t s  mo gather t h a t  a 
b i l l  v i i l l  shor t ly  be  presented i n  the Nova Scotia l e g i s l a t u r e  making provision 
f o r  the  establishment of regional  l i b r a r i e s .
